Please confirm the specifics of how the NATO CAX certificate is to be funded should a company win the bid. It is clear that not having the certificate does not affect Technical Compliance, but it is not clear how/if one needs to take the course if successful, and who is responsible for funding that course.
Our reading is that regardless of the bidders experience in CAX, they will be required to qualify all of their candidates on the course.

	Your reading is correct. ”All CAX operators supporting an exercise must have NATO CAX Operator Certificate and a valid NATO SECRET Clearance.” (IFIB, P.33, Para 2(E))
Concerning funding. “There is a course in NATO M&S CoE once a year, where the operators trained and certified as NATO CAX Specialist. This course is free of charge. 

If requested, JWC can run a NATO CAX Specialist Certification Course at the site provided by the contract awardee free of charge, only once during entire contract which includes base plus four (4) options.”  (IFIB, P.33, Para (E))
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
